Terms and conditions: The competition is open to primary school children only. There is no minimum or maximum choir size. Individual slot times will be provided and choirs are 
not required to stay during the whole heat. All timings are approximate and subject to change. Come dressed ready to perform – there are no changing facilities. Choirs must perform 
four songs – a minimum of two of which must be Christmas themed. Each school that enters will receive a donation of £100. No expenses will be paid.

There will be one judge at each heat who will score choirs out of ten on musical ability, presentation and enthusiasm. The highest scoring choir in each heat will go through to the final. 
Judges panel consists of representatives from Broadmead Management, the Evening Post, Heart FM , Colston Hall and a Broadmead retailer.  Results of heats will be announced privately 
to schools on the Monday after the heat.

The judging panel at the finals will consist of one representative from each of the above. The scores will be correlated to decide the winners. Prizes are as stated – no cash alternative 
available. Judges decision is final.
