Dear Retailer,

Proposed Experimental Traffic Order for Prohibition of Motor Vehicles (Except Disabled Badge Holders, Buses, Taxis and for Access) at The Horsefair and Penn Street

On 2nd December 2009 a notice was published in the Bristol Evening Post announcing that Bristol City Council is to introduce an Experimental Traffic Order to exclude extraneous through traffic from The Horsefair and Penn Street.  Copies of the notice will also be attached to street furniture within the affected roads.  The Order will come into operation on 11th December 2009 and will have the effect of prohibiting motor vehicles from entering or proceeding in those roads.  (Please see attached drawing which shows the affected roads).
The primary objective of the measure is to reduce the potential for conflict between pedestrians and motor vehicles.  It is anticipated that a reduction in the volume of through traffic would also have a secondary benefit, in terms of the general amenity of the roads directly affected and the retail district as a whole.

The prohibition will not apply to disabled badge holders, buses and taxis or to emergency service vehicles.  Motor vehicles will also be permitted to enter The Horsefair and Penn Street to obtain access to premises or facilities (eg off-street parking areas) that can only be reached by means of those roads.  This means that operations such as deliveries, refuse collection and window cleaning will not be affected by the prohibition.  As a consequence, retailers and other businesses in Broadmead should not experience any significant adverse effects.

The experiment will last a maximum of 18 months.  During the first six months of its operation, businesses and members of the public will be able to register opposition to the prohibition being retained permanently, by submitting their written objections to the address set out in the notices.  Any objections received will be taken into consideration when the City Council decides the long-term future of the measure.
